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FOREWORD 

The development of activities of the Royal Thai Survey Department, Supreme Command Headquarters, during the 

past ten years has resulted in the augmentation of another field of work since 1961, and it has been in progress up tili now, that 

is to say, the compilation of topical maps for the benifit of economical and social development planning of the country. The 

topical maps produced by the Royal Thai Survey Department have evolved into various formats, beginning with the compilation 

of 1: 1,000,000 and 1:2,500,000 maps showing different topics and finally, producing two volumes of atlas with the accompanying 

texts in English, under the titles of "National Resources Atlas" Volume I and II, in 1967 and 1968 respectively. 

The widely demands of various planners towards the afore - mentioned work encouraged its improvement and expan-

sion, therefore in 1969 the Royal Thai Survey Department produced a new volume, utilizing the previous products which have 

been up -da t ed according to the latest data available. Maps and texts in the new volume are bilingual. Besides, its format 

has been changed so that the maps therein need not to be folded. 
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The title "National Resources Atlas" comes from the foct that over fifty percent of materials contain in this volume 

show the national resources information, while the remaining offers those basic elements for the economical and social develop-

ment planning in connection with national resources. 

The success of this volume mostly derived from the kind Cooperation of various governmental offices, organizations 

and enterprises in providing useful data, and some of them have furnished the original map manuscripts and texts. 

Any comment on the account of defects and errors are welcome by the Royal Thai Survey Department, so that it 

| may be a trend towards the future improvement. 
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
