The Abalos&Herreros archive
atthe CCA documents the
activities of the architects
Ifiaki Abalos and Juan Herreros
over the course of their firm's
existence from 1985 until
2008.

6,000 drawings and
over 5 linear metres of textual
records. It also contains
models, collages, floppy
disks, DVDs and maps.
